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The Georgetown County Water and Sewer District is
a Special Purpose District. It was created pursuant to
provisions of Act 733 enacted during the 1967 Ses-
sion of the General Assembly of the State of South
Carolina as a body politic and corporate. The principal
functions of the District are to acquire supplies of
fresh water capable of being used for industrial and
domestic purposes, to distribute such water for indus-
trial and domestic use within its service area and to
build, acquire, construct, operate and maintain such
sewerage treatment and collection facilities as the
District deems necessary. The service area of the
District includes all of the area in Georgetown County
except those areas within the incorporated boundaries
of the Town of Andrews and the City of Georgetown.
It is located in the northeastern portion of the State of
South Carolina, bordered by the Atlantic Ocean, Horry
and Charleston Counties.

The District has no taxing power. Operational and
maintenance costs are funded from customer fees
and charges. The acquisition and construction of capi-
tal assets are funded by capital (cash and systems)
contributions from customers, including other utilities
and developers, Federal and State grants and loans,
and customer revenues.
